Dear Community Members,

Influenza season is about to begin. Influenza is not the common cold. Unlike the
common cold that most people usually have, influenza kills between 4,000 and 8,000
Canadians every year and puts over 20,000, especially those more vulnerable, in
hospital. Even if not hospitalized, many people may have to stay home to rest and
recover, sometimes for up to 1 to 2 weeks (just to feel strong enough to return to our
everyday lives and activities).

We do have a vaccine every year that can help protect and reduce the complications of
influenza. Influenza immunization, especially in this day and age, is safe, effective,
protective, and in most people will cause no complications.

| therefore strongly encourage you to get your annual influenza immunization, and
encourage your family, friends and other members of the community to do the same.
All Heartland Health Region Public Influenza Immunization clinics are advertised locally
and on our website at www.hrha.sk.ca . We look forward to seeing you there!

In addition, remember to wash your hands frequently, sneeze or cough into your
sleeves and avoid being in close proximity with those who may be ill with influenza and
avoid public places if you are ill with cough and sneezing to minimize spread of illness.
